I have much pleasure in conveying to you, on
oehalf of His Liajesiy's Govermment, the following
declaration of sympathy with Jewish Zionist aspirations

"His Lajesty's Govermment view with favour the
ostablishment in Palestine of & national home for the
Jewlsh people, and will use their cest endeavours Lo
facilitate the achlevement of thls cuvject, 1t being
clearly understood that nothing shall be done which
may preJudice the civil and religious rights of
0xX1stlng non-yJewlsh communities in Palestine, or the
rights and political status enjoyed by Jews in any
other country*.

I should be grateful 1f you would bring this
wolaration to the kmowledge of the Zionist Federation.
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
